Then X1 continued that
51 IR XYL It would therefore seem that the original statement of PXyw
does not originate with 9Xww. There is a dispute as to the source of this
legislation.
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In the mnoxw of (*1IX2) RAR 27 the text reads; »Xmw said, that *xax said
to me 121 AW PX.
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And not like s'>''@w1 interpretation; for he interpreted it that this was the
custom of the judges (but not that it was said in the name of someone).

Summary
XMW taught the rule of "1 1w X in the name of XaX [and not that is was

(merely) a 7717 3712 (as *"Ww7 maintains)].
