72; for 712 cannot be derived (even) from all the max together, since (as the
7mwn says that) Ma is P 7% 1977 PR The 770 needs to write Ma specifically;
otherwise we would assume that one is 7w for the damages of his M2, since 77°% 1277 PX
P19 like the other max.

Summary
There 1s no need for the X773 to explain why M2 is written in the 7.
