The 2°2183 also interpreted the term n7vY to be similar to a golden dome

made for windows (i.e. a window awning). We see that the term N7y need not refer
to a crown worn on the head, but rather it can be a dome as well.

They are to be distinguished from
other X%°95 mentioned elsewhere in the X7,

cannot mean a canopy. That would surely be forbidden to go out with on naw. However
the term X2°93 here used in conjunction with 2°1nn nwvY refers to a canopy.

As we also say elsewhere that the "nnnw wR1 9¥ 22217 IR 7YX P09, refers

to the burnt ashes which are placed on the heads of 2°inm; to somehow
contain the nn»w within an appropriate level. This explains why only M3 2°1nn MLy
were prohibited to prevent excessive fnnw; however on other occasions where there is no
concern of excessive W then M1 2°1nn MAVY are permitted, as evidenced by the 7awn
in 7R 712 P9 which prohibits a woman from wearing an 2737 5w 7°Y, i.e. M?3 MILY only
on N, and not 2. The same would apply to 2°1nn My as well that it is oKX only for
0°1nm.

SUMMARY

There is a dispute between > and N1BOIN as to the meaning of o°1n7 MALY.
»"w1 maintains that it 1S a crown, while N19010 maintains that it 1s a domed
canopy.

mMooIN rejects s""WA opinion by quoting a X713 that 2°1nn N1NVY may be made
from reeds. Crowns are not made from reeds; however canopies are. Mo01N
supports his position from the 2°1183 who interpret N17vY elsewhere to mean a
canopy.

This prohibition against 2°1n1 M7y as well as against M?> MwvY, are limited
to M2 o°ann themselves on their weddings, otherwise they are permitted.
mooIn proves this from the fact that the Xmx describes M%3 Mwvy as 5w W
277. The mwn prohibits a woman from wearing an 2737 5 7Y on N2w only. In
the weekdays a woman, not a 7775, may wear an 2777 2% 7%, the same applies
to a man concerning 2°IN7 NVY.
