OVERVIEW

There is a dispute in the X123 whether 7% means °731 (day) or *2°% (night). The X3
continues that initially some thought that >3 actually means day and °%°% actually
means night. This expression (that this is a Jn¥7 Xp20) indicates that (there is a
possibility that it may mean something else, and) eventually we will retract from
these two opinions (and maintain something else entirely). However in truth we
only retract from the opinion wnn °7733, but not from the opinion of wn»n *2°%. Why
then does the X723 apply the term 7"0p to *2°2 as well as *na1?! Indeed, *"w amends
the 'x07" to read (only) wnn >3 *mx1 7"op (and does not include “wnn 9% 9°).
mooIn rejects this amendment.
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The X713 did not mention the phrase 7''op (meaning that eventually we will retract
this view), only on account of the one who maintains that 73X means %71, for

indeed this view does not remain (we conclude that everyone meant night’). However, the
term 7"0p does not apply to the 7"n who maintains *>*% whose view remains. Why then does the
X7 state wnn "% 29 7'M wan *na1 o1 7' 7"op, if °2°% is not merely a 7"0p but a valid opinion.
Moo answers that since the X7%3 mentions 7"0p for Al -
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So by the way he also mentions w»» %, And therefore the texts should not be
altered.

3 mooIn may be rejecting s*"wA view that 7'0p is used to indicate there are two possible interpretations of *31 (see
footnote # 2). Rather the term 7"0p is used to indicate that we will retract this view eventually and show that there is
no nNpY2nn between >3 and *2°%. See ‘Thinking it over’.
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It seems that Mmoo disagrees with >"w7 concerning the meaning of 7"op". If Mmoo
would agree with *"w9, could he not still have maintained that wnn % was
mentioned XITIR 23R?
