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So there is no concern for grinding herbs, however here he is placing it in_his
eye for healing, so it is not permitted unless he places it w" v,

Summary
A healthy person may place 1" 117°p outside the eye on naw for pleasure, but a sick

person may not place 1" 112°p in the eye for healing, only w"vn.

Thinking it over
Is the difference whether he is healthy or sick, or is the difference whether he places

it in the eye or outside the eye (or both)? What if he is healthy and places it in the
eye, or the reverse?
